Soniclean’s latest innovation, the 
Ultrasonic Vapour Degreaser (UVD), 
was recently installed at the Defence 
Science & Technology Organisation, 
Maritime Platforms Division, 
Maribyrnong, Victoria.   

The installation itself was 
completed without any problems.  
DSTO staff, who are already familiar 
with the functioning of the UVD, 
were trained in the new ultrasonics 
aspects of the unit.  

At present the unit is on a field trial 
to confirm results in an actual 
operating environment using 3M’s 

solvent.  Initial indications suggest 
that the unit is performing above 
expectations and over achieving all 

specifications for solvent and parts 
cleanliness. 

Once the field trial has been 
completed the present unit will be 
transferred to Ansett Avionics 
Australia, Melbourne, Victoria.  The 
remaining three UVD systems, which 
are at various stages of completion, 
will be delivered to RAAF 
Williamtown, NSW; RAAF 
Amberley, QLD; and to RAAF 
Edinburgh, SA.  We are planning to 
have this contract completed by the 
end of this year.

WahTong Lee had 
been a potter and music 
teacher in his native
