  Profile – Julian Smith, Managing Director  
 

Born in the UK and immigrating to South Australia in 1965, 
moving from arguably the wettest country in the world (Well 
Manchester is pretty wet!!) to the driest state in the driest continent 
in the world. 

Starting out as a Tailors Cutter I soon discovered that although 
the scenery was great (the company employed mostly females) a 
more financially beneficial career was desired. I applied for two 
apprenticeships in engineering and was offered both, choosing 
EMI Electronics as an apprentice Instrument Maker (5yrs). 

Soon after completing my apprenticeship Australia beckoned so 
with a young family of two children I moved to South Australia 
and took up employment with EMI at the Weapons Research 
Establishment at Salisbury. 

I remained there for a further 21 years, working my way up 
through the company in Manufacturing, Marketing & Management 
culminating in successfully negotiating a number of major 
contracts with USA suppliers for the Australian Defence FA18A 
Fighter Aircraft procurement. 

I then made the decision to pursue a more commercial career and 
joined Teknis Electronics as their Marketing Manager, with some 
major success in securing contracts in the Railway, Mining and 
Defence industries. 

Within 12 months the Teknis Group of Companies went into 
receivership, which was a bit of a wakeup call after previously 
being employed with EMI for a total of 28 years. 

The division of Teknis where I worked was the profitable part 
and was soon purchased by Swedish Machine Tool Company. My 
short time with Teknis was recognized by them and I was 
immediately appointed General Manager of the new Teknis. 

I was later offered a Directorship in the company and as 
Managing Director I ran the company for the next 10 years. Five 
of those years with the Swedish Machine Tool group followed by a 
further 5 years with a new owner, Lear Seigler Australia. 

During this period I found time to remarry and have two more 
children who are now approaching their tertiary education to begin 
their careers in their chosen professions. My two eldest children 
have both carved professional careers in accounting and law and 
have produced three grandchildren (I’m showing my age now!). 

I then moved on and became 
General Manager of Atmospheric 
Radar Systems (ATRAD) and 
within 3 years I had built up the 
company from three to twelve staff. 
Following the appointment of a new 
CEO I moved on and joined 
Soniclean in a consulting capacity 
and then as Managing Director and 
Shareholder. 

It is fair to assume that I will 
complete my working career with 
Soniclean and hope to cement the 
foundations and grow the company 
by taking it into the World market.

Soniclean were well represented this year. We had our 

own stand as well as also being represented by Surgical 
& Medical Supplies. Approximately 130 delegates were 
in attendance and there was a lot of interest shown in 
our irrigator as well as our smaller benchtop units.  

We received excellent feedback on our irrigator by 
delegates from Women’s and Children’s Hospital, The 
Repatriation General Hospital and Noarlunga Hospital, 
all of whom have found our irrigator to have made their 
working lives much easier.
