Chamber of Commerce Export 
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 Vinsonics - Ultrasonic barrel 
cleaning and disinfection for the 
wine industry 

The management is pleased to 
announce that Soniclean has been 
working on a number of initiatives that 
are starting to show results. Our 
globalisation plans are well on track and 
already reaping success in the world 
market place. A second major order has 
been received from the UK Dental 
Supply House for the UK market. Our 
export sales for the first quarter have 
exceeded the budget. 

Our domestic market also remains very 
strong and is increasing as we continue 
to be the leading supplier of ultrasonic 
cleaning equipment in Australia. This 
has resulted in a marked increase in our 
bench top unit sales, which is still our 
flagship product in the dental and health 
markets. In the domestic dental market 
our national distributor Gunz Dental is 
also experiencing strong sales of our 
bench top range of ultrasonic cleaners. 

The fast growing sales for our 
ultrasonic irrigator for use on cannulated 
surgical instruments is also becoming 
another flagship product with strong 
sales in South Australia, Queensland, 
Victoria and Western Australia. We are 
now focusing on the NSW market 
through our NSW distributor, Medical 
and Optical, and the New Zealand 

Tracking the cleaning process of 
surgical instruments in Central Sterile 
Supply Departments of Hospitals is 
becoming a mandatory part of their 
standard practice and requirements. 

Soniclean’s Machine Reporting 
System enables an instrument to be 
tracked back to the cleaning process by 
electronically logging up to 26 machine 
parameters for every clean. Real time 
data is electronically gathered and 
processed during each individual 
cleaning cycle as it is occurring. Data 
can be viewed at any time in report form, 
which is easily downloaded by using any 
web browser program on a computer that 
is connected to the machine. 

To compliment our Machine Reporting 

market with Mercer Medical. 
Soniclean has recently negotiated an 

agreement with the Ian Wark Research 
Institute of the University of South 
Australia to develop a cleaning and 
validation process for medical implants. 
This project has attracted an ARC grant 
from the Federal Government and is 
further supported with a grant from Bio 
Innovation SA. Soniclean will co-
manage the project with Dr Sunil Kumar 
from the Ian Wark Research Institute. 

Another product developed for the 
hospital infection control market is the 
Washer Disinfector, which has 
undergone major design improvements 
and includes our Machine Reporting 
System. Current demands from the 
industry now require this type of product 
and validation information. 

We have also appointed a distributor in 
Beijing, China who has commenced the 
product registration process that will 
allow our products to be sold in China. 

Soniclean has sold ultrasonic cleaning 
machines to 37 countries in the past two 
years. So as you can see Soniclean 
Globalisation is well underway!

System’s data logging capability, 
Soniclean now has a printer option 
available, which at the completion of 
each cleaning cycle, produces a hard 
copy record of up to 14 of the most 
critical machine parameters to enable 

CSSD staff to validate that the correct 
cleaning process has occurred. Should an 
unsuccessful clean occur the complete 
data logged for that particular cleaning 
cycle can be immediately analysed by 
the CSSD manager or remotely by a 
Soniclean technician to determine the 
cause.  

The printer is a small high speed dot 
matrix printer developed for various 
communication terminals; its abundant 
built-in features allow this printer to be 
widely used for a variety of applications 
such as in Central Sterile Supply 
Departments.

Vinsonics - Ultrasonic Cleaning and Disinfecting for  the wine industry 
 

Soniclean has “spun off”  its Wine Barrel Cleaning and Disinfecting technology to be 
commercialised by a new company called Vinsonics Pty Ltd. Vinsonics successfully applied for a 
Commonwealth Grant under the Commercialising Emerging Technologies (COMET) scheme. 
Soniclean has licensed its technology to Vinsonics for further development and 
commercialisation. 

The Wine Barrel Cleaning technology has the potential to save millions of dollars for the wine 
industry by effectively cleaning and removing a problem infection ‘bug’  in oak wine barrels 
called Dekkera Brettanomyces known as ‘Bret’ . This unique cleaning method will also extend the 
useful life of the barrels thereby reducing the overall annual cost of barrel replacement. Needless 
to say the Wine Industry is showing a lot of interest in the development of this technology. 

Vinsonics has employed the services of an Industry Consultant, Mr Andrew Grant, to manage 
the COMET grant project. Andrew has also engaged Provisor Pty Ltd (The University of Adelaide 
Wine Research Commercial Arm at the Waite Institute) and the Australian Wine Research 
Institute (AWRI) to provide technical information and to conduct future tests to validate the 
technology.
